If there isn'tan existing UL listed mounting
box, then read the following instructions.
Disconnect the power by removing fuses or
turning off circuit breakers.

Secure the outlet box directly to the
building structure. Use appropriate
fasteners and building materials. The outlet
box and its support must be able to fully
support the moving weight of the fan (at
least 50 1lbs). Do not use plastic outlet
boxes.

To hang your fan where there is an existing
fixture but no ceiling joist, you may need an
installation hanger bar as shown in Figure 4
(available at your Hampton Bay Retailer).



Hanging the Fan

REMEMBER to turn off the power. Follow
the steps belowto hang your fan properly:

CAUTION
REMOVE 3 RUBBERPACKINGMOUNTS AND

Step 1. Remove the decorative canopy
bottom cover fromthe canopy by turning the
cover counter clockwise.(Fig.5)

Step 2. Remove the hangerbracket from the
canopy by loosening the two screws on the
bottom of the hanging bracket a half turn
from the screw head and turning the canopy
counter clockwise.(Fig, 5)

Step 3. Pass the 120-volt supply wires
through the center hole in the ceiling hanger
bracket as shownin Fig. 6.

Step 4. Secure the hanger bracket to the
ceiling outlet box with the screws and
washers provided withyour outlet box.

Step 5. Remove the hanger pin, lock pin and
set screws from the top of the motor
assembly.

Step 6. Route wires exiting from the top of
the fan motor through the collar cover,
canopy cover, canopy and then through the
ball / downrod. (Fig. 7)

Step 7. Align the holes at the bottom of the
downrod with theholes in thecollar on top of
the motor housing (Fig.7). Carefully insert

the hanger pin through the holes in the collar
and downrod. Be careful not to jam the pin
against the wiring inside the downrod. Insert
the locking pin through the hole near the end
of the hanger pin until it snaps into its locked
position, as notedin the circleinset of Fig.7.

Step 8. Tighten two set screws on top of the fan
motor firmly (Figure?7)

Step 9. Place the downrod ball into the hanger
bracket socket.

CHANGING THEDOWNROD (OPTIONAL)

NOTE: Your fan comes with a 4" downrod
attached to the hanger ball. In addition you
have been provided with a 6" downrod to useif
desired. If youchoose to usethe 6" downrod,
perform the followingsteps:

1. Remove the hanger ball from the 4"
downrod by loosening the set screw at the
top of the downrod which holds the hanger
ball to thedownrod.

2. Slide the hanger ball down the downrod and
remove the supportpin.

3. Insert the support pin inthe holes at the top
of the 6" downrod and slidethe hanger ball

up the 6" downrod. Make sure the support
pin is properly seated in the grooves in the
top of thehanger ball.

4. Tightenthe set screw firmly.

Step 1. (Figure 9) Insert the receiver into
the mounting bracket with the flatside of
the receiver facingthe ceiling.

Step 2. (Fig. 10) Motor to Receiver Electrical
Connections: Connect the Black wire from
the fan to Black wire marked"TO MOTORL".
Connect the White wire from the fan tothe
White wire marked "TO MOTOR N" from the
receiver. Connect the Blue wire from the fan
to the Blue wire marked "For Light" from the
receiver. Secure wire connections with the
plastic wire nutsprovided.

Step 3. (Figure 10) Receiver to House Supply
Wires Electrical Connections: Connect the
black (hot) wire from the ceiling to the black
wire marked "ACin L" from the receiver.
Connect the white(neutral) wire from the
ceiling to the white wire marked "AC in N"
from the Receiver. Secure the wire
connections with the plastic wire nuts
provided.

Step 4. (Figure 10) If your outlet box has a
ground wire (green or bare copper) connect it
to the fanground wires; otherwise connect the
hanging bracket ground wire to the mounting
bracket. Secure the wire connection with a
plastic nut provided. After connecting the
wires spread them apart so thatthe green
and white wires are on one side of the outlet
box and blackand blue wiresare on the other
side. Carefully tuck the wire connectionsup
into the outletbox.

Note: Fan must be installed at a maximum
distance of 20 feet from the transmitting unit
for proper signal transmission between the
transmitting unit and the fan'sreceiving unit.
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Finishing the Installation

Step 1. Tuck connections neatly into ceiling
outlet box.

Step 2. Slide the canopy up to ceiling and over
the 2 screws on the hanger bracket. Rotate canopy
clockwise. Next, while holding the canopy with
one hand, slide the canopy cover over the screws
and rotate clockwise until tight. Note: adjust the
canopy screws as necessary until the canopy and
canopy cover are snug. (Fig. 11)

Attaching the Fan
Blades

There are two sets of blades included in
the box to accent any décor, choose the
one preferably and make fan blade
attachment:

Step 1 Attach the blades to the blade arms
using three screws and rubber washers as
shown in Figure 12. Start a screw into the
arm, do not tighten. Repeat for the 2
remaining screws and washers.

Step 2 Tighten each screw securely
starting with the center screw. Make sure
the blade isstraight.

Step 3 Fasten the blade arms to the motor
by inserting the tab from the blade arms to
the slot in the bottom motor housing, then
tighten the twoscrews and washersalready
installed in theblade arms (Figure 13).

Step 4 Install an optional light kit if you

wish. Follow the instructions included
with the kit.

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All blades are grouped by weight. Because
natural woods very in density, the fan may
wobble even though the blades are weighed
equally.

The following procedureshould correct mostfan
wobbling problems. Checkafter each step.

1. Check thatall blade and blade bracket screws
are secure.

2. Most fan wobbling problems are caused when
blade levels are unequal. Check this level by
selecting a point on the ceiling above the tip of
one of the blades. Measure this distance as
shown in Figure 14. Rotate the fan until the next
blade is positioned for measurement. Repeat for
each blade. The distance deviation should be
equal within 1/8".

3. Use the enclosed Blade Balancing Kit if the
blade wobble isstill noticeable.

4. If the blade wobble is still noticeable,
interchanging two adjacent (side by side) blades
can redistribute the weight and possibly result in
smoother operation.

. Attach thelight kit to the switch housing by

feeding the light kit wires (black and white)
through the hole of switchhousing and then
screw it onto the switch housing by nut &
lock washer. Be sure it is tight enough to
prevent light kit from vibrating loose. (Fig.

. Locate two single white and blue wires in

the switch housing labeled FOR LIGHT.

- Blueto black

. While holding the light kit assembly under

your fan, snap together the wire connection
plugs .

. Carefully push all wires back into the

switch housing, then install the light kit
assembly onto the mounting plate with 3
screws provided. Be sure to tighten all
screws. (Fig. 16)

Restore power to the ceiling fan and test
for proper operation.

1. "HI, MED, LOW" buttons:
These three buttons are used to set the fan
speed as follows:
LOW=Low speed MED= Medium speed
HI=High speed

2."OFF" button:
This button turnsthe fan off.

3.The " Q" button turns the light ON or OFF
and also controls the brightness setting.
Press and release the button to turn the light
ON or OFF. Press and hold the buttonto set
the desired brightness. The light key has an
auto-resume, it will stay at the same
brightness as thelast time itwas turned off.

Speed settings for warm or cool weather
depend on factors such as the room size,
ceiling height, numberof fans, etc.

The Reverse switch is located on the switch
housing. Slide the switch to the Left for
warm weather operation. Slide the switch to
the Right forcool weather operation.

NOTE: Wait for fanto stop before changing
the setting ofthe slide switch.

Warm weather - (Forward) A downward
air flow creates a cooling effect as shown in
Figure 18. This allows you to set your air
conditioner on a higher setting without
affecting your comfort.

Cool weather - (Reverse) Anupward airflow
moves warm air off the ceiling area asshown
in Figure 19. This allows you to set your
heating unit on a lower setting without
affecting your comfort.

9. Operating the Transmitter
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Installing the battery:

Install 12V MN21/A23 battery (not
included), to prevent damage to
transmitter, remove the battery ifnot used
for long periods.

Here are some suggestions to help you maintain
your fan

1.Because of the fan's natural movement, some
connections may become loose. Check the
support connections, brackets, and blade
attachments twice a year. Make sure they are
secure. (It is not necessary to remove fan from
ceiling.)

2. Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its
new appearance over the years. Use only a soft
brush or lint-free cloth to avoid scratching the
finish. The plating is sealed with a lacquer to
minimize discoloration or tarnishing. Do not use
water when cleaning. This could damage the motor,
or the wood, or possibly causean electrical shock.

3. You can apply a light coat of
furniture polish to the wood blades for
additional protection and enhanced
beauty. Cover small scratches with a
light application ofshoe polish.

4. There is no need to oil your fan.
The motor has permanently lubricated
bearings.
